Minutes for the Cochrane Skin Group /French Satellite Group teleconference May 21st 2013
Present: Olivier Chosidow, Finola Delamere, Liz Doney, Laurence Le Cleach, Laura Prescott, Philippe Ravaud, Hywel Williams (Chair) 
1. Progress on agreed titles for Skin Group reviews

· Systemic pharmacological treatments for plaque psoriasis (a network meta-analysis) – the team is working on the protocol (although, access can’t be given until the required forms are received: membership forms, Declaration of Interest forms, signed Memorandum of understandings). Laura is to send Laurence updated information about the overlapping Skin Group psoriasis titles so they can slot into the network meta-analysis & keep authors of related reviews informed.
· Antistreptococcal interventions for guttate and chronic plaque psoriasis – the team’s application has been accepted, and although the required forms (membership forms, Declaration of Interest forms, signed Memorandum of understandings) have not all been received yet, the team think they may be able to submit the protocol by September 2013. The team are unsure if they’ll need to change the outcomes. The lead author, Gwendy, is from Belgium.
· Intervention for guttate psoriasis – the Editorial Base is awaiting a formal application for this title. Laurence said they have located a person from Egypt to lead the review team and are aiming to submit a Title Registration Form in application by mid-June.
· Intervention for chronic palmoplantar pustulosis – the Editorial Base is awaiting a formal application for this title. Laurence said they have located a French-speaking person from Lebanon to lead the review team and are aiming to submit a Title Registration Form in application by mid-June.
· Intervention for necrotizing fasciitis – the Editorial Base is awaiting a formal application for this title. Laurence has located some plastic surgeons to join as co-authors.
· Intervention for toxic epidermal necrolysis – this update is tricky due to the problem of differences in standards in supportive care. Olivier thinks it must include Stevens-Johnson syndrome (SJS). Hywel agreed. We need to amend the title to reflect this. The team is planning to include observational studies, but is not sure how the data will be managed. There is a possibility of funding support from Germany.
2. The French Cochrane Skin Group satellite website
· Laurence will alert us to any new work done on their website.
· The Editorial Base is to notify Laurence about anything that could be useful to put on their mini site, & vice versa.
· In early 2014, there will be unique information available for French Society of Dermatology (SFD) members on the Satellite Group’s website. Free access to The Cochrane Library will be available for all SFD members soon, but it's not yet available.
3. Engaging French-speaking dermatologists
· The Satellite Group have engaged with the Association of French Speaking Dermatologists (AFSD) and said that they would be happy to run a course about Cochrane reviews and methodology, which the AFSD accepted. They will ask the French Society of Dermatology to link to this course. Hywel said this was an excellent idea.
· The Satellite Group would also like to set up a network in the French-speaking pacific region and North Africa.
4. Next Skin Group meeting 
· The University of Nottingham was suggested as the location for the next Skin Group annual meeting. 
· January 2014 was mentioned as a potential date to host the meeting, which would take the same format as normal: start in the afternoon, dinner in the evening, then the morning of the next day. 

· Laura to check what days flights from Paris arrive at East Midlands Airport and to set a date soon.
5. Mapping project
· This is a project to assess if the recommendations stated in the ‘Implications for research’ section in Cochrane dermatology reviews are followed through to funded trials, by looking at the outcomes in the trials registries.

· Laurence said that they’d almost completed data extraction from the dermatology Cochrane reviews.
· It was suggested that Laurence does a pilot study on a small number of reviews first (perhaps psoriasis?). 

· Laura to email Laurence the Priority Setting Partnership (PSP) papers for vitiligo and eczema, as well as information on the acne PSP, which has just started, and send Urbà González’s papers (‘Implications for Research: Getting the Most out of Cochrane Reviews’, ‘Guidelines for designing and reporting clinical trials in vitiligo’) to Philippe.
Summary of action points

· Satellite Group to send applications (Title Registration forms) and forms (membership forms, Declaration of Interest forms, signed Memorandum of understandings) for reviews, and to have some further within-team discussions, as detailed under section 1.
· Satellite Group and Editorial Base to exchange initiatives/news for the Skin Group and Satellite websites. 

· Satellite Group to organise Cochrane course in conjunction with the AFSD and take steps toward setting up a network.

· Editorial Base to research potential dates and location for the Skin Group annual meeting. 
· Laurence and Olivier to work on the mapping project with a pilot of 10 psoriasis studies first. 

· Olivier and Hywel will alternate chairing the teleconferences.

· Laura to make a note to arrange another teleconference within 3 months. Olivier will chair.
· The Editorial Base to make a note for our 2014 annual reports when dermatologists from French-speaking countries join Cochrane author teams.
