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ABSTRACT
This presentation will focus on current comparative effectiveness research (CER) at Kaiser Permanente Northern California which was recently funded by a Challenge Grant from NIH.  The project, currently in year 1 of 2, aims to establish the Kaiser Permanente (KP) Autoimmune Disease Registry, containing comprehensive clinical information for a large, diverse population with access to DNA for future genotyping and functional assays. This registry will be used to link clinical databases covering the 15-year period from1996-2010 in patients with psoriasis and psoriatic arthritis (as well as rheumatoid arthritis, juvenile inflammatory arthritis and ankylosing spondylitis) to measure the effectiveness of biologics for improving clinical outcomes.  Currently, information is being analyzed for more than 665 patients with psoriasis who are biologics users. The Registry will provide the foundation for: (1) Measuring the many domains of effectiveness across a wide range of endpoints and throughout the patient's lifespan, (2) individualizing the determination of effectiveness to account for the patient's genetic profile, baseline risk for adverse events, and preferences, (3) estimating and comparing economic costs to the individual and society.   An update of the progress of the project, as well as the data sources available in the HMO setting for research in CER will be provided.
